3. The nomination committee's proposal for remuneration to the board members

The nomination committee proposes that
the remuneration for the period between the general meetings in 2018 and 2019 is set to
NOK 285,000 for the chairman of the board and NOK 145,000 for each of the other
members.

4. The composition of the nomination committee — The nomination committee’s
proposal

Item 10 on the agenda for the general meeting informs that the nomination committee will

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the committee. However, after internal discussions, the nomination committee has concluded
that it is practical that none of the current members resigns and that an ordinary election of
members to the nomination committee is carried out at the annual general meeting in 20109.
